We believe
that all students need to be placed in programs that are suitable, challenging and
relevant for them to meet their post school goals.

We offer three pathways:

Academic Excellence (Pathway #1)

Students who are on the Academic Excellence pathway are members of the Junior
and Senior Learning Academy. These students will be obtaining an ATAR score in
order to gain entry to university.

Academic General (Pathway #2)

Students who are on the Academic General pathway are eligible to gain entrance
into university; they study core academic subjects in combination with certificate
courses.

Vocational Education (Pathway #3)

Students who are on the Vocational Education pathway have the aptitude and
mindset to acquire skills to demonstrate their competency to achieve certificate
qualifications across a range of vocational areas.

Literacy Project
